There are millions of “Youth at Risk” living in the displaced peoples
camps in Uganda, result of the 20 year old war in Northern Uganda
and the recent Presidential election violence in Kenya. These young
people are spiritually and socially in need, at high risk to contract
HIV/Aids and early pregnancies, at high risk for early marriages,
broken-bruised and dispossessed. The local churches in these
areas are incapacitated and unequipped for the tremendous
challenges at hand.
Our work in these regions focuses on building the capacity of the
local churches and community organizations, education of youth in
life-skills like assertiveness and good decision making, HIV/ Aids
awareness and prevention education and Biblical discipleship
training.

Our partnership as Bunyoro Kitara Anglican Diocese with
YOUTHWORX - East Africa has greatly improved the work of our
diocesan local church leaders, youth workers and youth leaders.
Their work is aimed at giving leadership, management and lifeskills
training to Youth Workers/youth leaders in over 100 local churches
in our diocese, as well as support and encouragement.
